SMALL-TOWN B.C. COMPANY WINS INTERNATIONAL FOOD AWARDS 

March 13, 2009  –  A Canadian gourmet food coup has occurred at the 16th Annual Napa Valley Mustard Festival’s World Wide Mustard Competition, held this week in California.
 
Ronnie and Denzel’s Honey Mustard BBQ Sauce, produced in the small town of Enderby, B.C., smothered other international entries to take first place in its category at the prestigious Napa competition.
 
“Their Honey Mustard BBQ Sauce has a perfect tangy mustard flavour,” says Barry Levenson, Curator of the Mount Horeb Mustard Museum and NVM Festival Producer.  “It’s a real feather in Ronnie and Denzel’s cap.” 
 
The Napa victory follows close on the heels of two other major international awards for the B.C. sauce makers. A panel of America's top culinary experts at the 2009 Scovie Awards sampled hundreds of the world's most lauded gourmet foods before handing the Ronnie and Denzel’s brand barbecue sauces - Southwestern Red and Island Heat - first place Scovies in the Chipotle and World Beat categories, respectively.
 
The winning sauces were developed by barbecue champion and cookbook author Rockin’ Ronnie Shewchuk and international award-winning hot sauce maker Denzel Sandberg, and produced in Enderby by Denzel’s Gourmet Foods. Ronnie and Denzel’s newly formed partnership has produced four new gourmet sauces that pay tribute to the unique barbecue regions of the Southern States and the Caribbean.
 
“Ronnie and I have collaborated to create a line of classic barbecue sauces,” says Denzel Sandberg.  “They’re true to tradition but also reflect our commitment to use quality, all-natural ingredients free of chemical preservatives.” 
 
Ronnie Shewchuk was named one of “America’s greatest grillers” in Food & Wine magazine.  Author of two BBQ cookbooks, Barbecue Secrets and Planking Secrets, his competition BBQ team are two-time Alberta champs and 2004 Canadian National BBQ champions. Denzel’s hot sauces have won 14 international food awards including the coveted Golden Chile at the 2005 Fiery Foods Challenge in Fort Worth, Texas and multiple 1st place showings in the Scovie Awards held in Albuquerque, New Mexico.
